  Another Audi 80 with a 1.8 turbo transplant, but this time a homegrown United States Audi.  This 80 received a '99 A4 1.8 turbo with 22,000 miles on the clock. It now has an upsolute chip and a Porsche 944 blowoff valve. The engine is running 11 pounds of boost at the moment, which is a very decent amount of power for such a light car. The exhaust is a 2 1/2" custom mandrel bent exhaust with no catalytic converter and exits through a polished stainless steel Sebring muffler with dual DTM tips. The engine also sports a Neuspeed foam cone filter with a custom aluminum heat shield to keep the air nice and cold for the turbo. It rides on 16" ABT wheels with Jamex springs and Koni Sport adjustable shocks. Another great part of this car is the interior is a complete '95 90 Quattro Sport leather interior augmented by an autometer air fuel gauge and a boost gauge in the lower gauge console. The dash is complemented by the A4 instrument cluster, quite a feat for an 80. The car will soon be fitted with an S2 front bumper and a Kamei grille to finish off the body work.
